Fur and fur detailing:

When the weather starts getting colder a touch of fur is a great way of giving your wardrobe a seasonal boost. Add this trend through a fur neckpiece, fur detailing on gloves and scarves or if you are brave, a fur jacket. For those of you who are not comfortable with the real thing there are many synthetic furs available that look and feel like the real thing and leave your conscience clear. 

Shearling-lined shoes have also been seen in the collections of Marc Jacobs and are a comfortable way of staying warm this Autumn/Winter.


Bustiers:

This underwear as outerwear piece will be popular this coming season and can be paired with a structured suit to add a feminine feel for an out-of-hours outfit. Bustier dresses and tops are also popular and have been seen in the catwalk shows of Valentino, Jean Paul Gaultier and Balmain.


The 1950’s:

For the curvy woman or the woman wanting to create the illusion of curve this vintage style is perfect. High waisted skirts, pants and waist-hugging dresses will be around this Autumn/Winter. 

This vintage-inspired trend has been seen on the runways of Prada, Chloe, Max Mara and Louis Vuitton but will also be available on the high street for those who don’t want to shop at that end of the market. A great style for the office or out-of-hours.


Shoes:

Your feet will be screaming with relief to hear that a shoe trend for this Autumn/Winter is a low heel. They are perfect for a long day at work and a way of giving your stature a small boost out of hours. 

Fur-covered boots are also a popular trend for the coming season, as seen at the Chanel and Dolce and Gabbana runways. Boots with a mountain boot edge will also be seen as well as textural shoes. You will see lots of buckles and the return of the extreme pointed shoe.

Gilets:

With Melbourne’s ever changing weather, even in the colder months, layering is key. A popular layering piece for this Autumn/Winter is a gilet, a vest style garment made in fur and other materials, to keep you warm. 

Layer your gilet over a fitted top and jeans for a cool off-duty look, or pair it with another key trend, leather in a pant or skirt to create a textural look. Gilets appeared on the runways of Hakaan, Roberto Cavalli and Michael Kors and can be found in short and long styles. To avoid looking boxy, place a belt at the waist of your gilet to define the waist and to help create an hourglass look.


Colours:

Colours for the coming season will be natural beiges, with pops of bright red, golden and light yellows, coral and chocolate truffle tones. Introduce these colours with a striking scarf, bag or glove or if you are feeling brave a jacket, dress or pant to give your wardrobe an instant boost.
